Therefore, a date of publication or probable date of
publication or date of publication not identified must
always be recorded in RDA.

Copyright date is a separate element in RDA. It does not
substitute for a publication date. Copyright date is a
core element if neither the date of publication nor the
date of distribution is identified. © is used when
recording the copyright date.

If more than one place of publication or publisher’s
name appears on the source of information, only the
first recorded is required.
